• � �To begin a dialogue about the taken 

for granted practices in our society that 

support violence against women and 

marginalized groups.

By

being flexible and inviting the youth to 

choose the topics that are most relevant to 

them, we hope to engage them in creating 

an environment of shared purpose, trust and

respect.
